Our club is a member of the Pacific International Yachting Association (PIYA, 
http://www.ussailing.net/piya/).  The first meeting was May 15, 1920 and today functions 
in part as a governing body for sailboat racing safety. 
 
Our club is an associate member, which means we have to pay $175 per year and have 
one representative that attends meetings and votes on certain issues.  Tom Barrett has 
been the representative (thanks Tom), but recently initiated me into that role (thanks 
Tom).  The Spring Meeting of the year was held on 2-11-08 as a conference call.   
 
Most of the meeting was a discussion of several issues about safety including inspection 
of boats and crew after races, flotation device testing, the “additional life buoy and 
whistle” rule, and potential problems with races that occur in both CA and US waters.  
There was also some discussion about radar reflectors and how they are rated. 
 
The “Special Regulations Governing Minimum Equipment and Accommodations 
Standards” (available from the website) provides a description of 5 categories of yachts 
from open centerboard dinghy (Cat 5) to yachts capable of extended offshore races (Cat 
0).  Then there is an extensive list of equipment and specifications for each category.  
Even if you don’t care about racing, this is an excellent reference for boating safety on 
the water.  If you race in a PIYA race, you have to sign the last page to certify that your 
yacht meets the category requirement. 
 
Speaking of races……Our first club race of the year, the Single Handed Race, is on 3-29-
08, check the web site for details.  Please let me know if you would like to learn more 
about crewing on the committee boat.  Its fun, social, and you get a great view of the 
race.  Got a friend or significant-other racing?  Watch them from the committee boat and 
laugh at them when they go around the mark the wrong way (you know who you are) or 
other interesting maritime incidents.  I’m planning a short demonstration of committee 
boat jobs before the race on the 29th.
