Texasistruly astrange place. | grew up here, but now having been away and seen the rest of the “world,” this
place strikes me as being VERY different. Not al bad or al good, just different. | will try and not be too
verbose here but here goes. Huge churches everywhere with even larger parking lots next to them. the streets
in town are extrawide, even in the older sections. out in the country the roads would be narrow and winding
yet have a speed limit of 65mph. If thereisany shoulder at al on the narrow winding road then the limit is
70mph. (yes english measurement system here.) LOTS of dead animals on the side of the road and LOTS of
turkey buzzards to eat them up. Pretty limestone and rivers and oak trees. for the time we have been hereit
has been consistantly colder than back home. the dairy queen (thereis onein every town) had old ladies
working in it instead of sixteen yearr olds and the service was much better. Most guys drive big pickup trucks
and wear real cowboy hats. they al talk funny. My sister and | were in aliquor store when somered live
Texans came in —they looked like they were straight out of the movies. What we overheard: “Whad yew call
mee?’ “Deeik heyed - you deelk heyed.” Texas humor. Speaking of liquor stores, they are quite the rarity in
some areas. Some towns and countys are dry. It can be hard to find an open store on Sundays. the mexican
food is so so but the BBQ is the best you will get anywhere. Texas! | am sort of glad | managed to escape
that place. Pete

Winter Colorado yurt trip: It was snowing when we left Albugquerque as it had been all night. The drive up to
Chama, NM was very scenic. Northern NM isvery beautiful. Had a green chili with cheese Lot-a-burger (thisis
must have fast food if you ever find yourself in NM). Chama has a population of about 50 and they seemed to all
be at the one nice restaurant in town. Of courseit was VD day. Turned out to be a great dining experience—a
great selection of beer for asmall town place. The next morning the owner of our motel, Ray, took usin hisbig
red Ford truck, complete with a cowboy to tell us stories, to the trail head and we were off to the first yurt. Only
2.5 miles, no problem, right? It was the toughest 2.5 miles | have ever done — due to having to slog through nearly
two feet of fresh snow at an elevation of nearly 11000 feet. Four hours later we were there.

Once at the yurt, the routine goes. start the wood stove, and gather snow to melt for water. Turns out snow is
stubbornly difficult to melt. Then we watch the indoor/outdoor thermometer in the yurt go from reading 20/20 to
80/10 as the evening progresses. Nice and toasty inside the yurt. Whichiit turnsoutisalot likeanisand. Dueto
the depth of the snow — you cannot go anywhere without your “boats’ — snowshoes or skiis.

We skiied about 6 miles the next day to the second night’s yurt and it only took 7 hours. We are doing better!!

Both yurts were in beautiful locations and were very well equipped. Lots of firewood, dishes, beds and pillows,
lanterns, extrafood, games, and even anice toilet seat hanging behind the wood stove to keep it warm. A very
fun winter camping experience.
